· April 8, 2009 marked the 50th anniversary of the test flight of the Thor-Able Vehicle and  May 14th will be 50th anniversary of the dedication of Avco's Wilmington plant.
The Thor-Able vehicle was launched on April 8, 1959 from the then-named Cape Canaveral and flew 5000 miles down the Atlantic range. It was the first such vehicle to be successfully recovered, and at one time was featured as an exhibit at the Smithsonian Museum. The Wilmington plant, built for Avco Corporation, was completed and dedicated on May 14, 1959.

 An article about the Thor-Able launch and recovery was featured in the June 1959 issue of the Avco RADian (pages 1-2), along with news about the dedication ceremony of the new Avco Wilmington facility.  (Special thanks to Tom Vasilos, co-inventor of the AVCOITE material developed for the Thor-Able and subsequent vehicles, for this information and a copy of the RADian.
